US BOYS DRESS CODE GUIDELINES 
6-12 Boys Required 

●​ Khaki uniform pants or shorts  
●​ solid dark leather belt (3/4" wide) 

6-8 Boys Required 
●​ White or navy short or long sleeve polo  

9-12 Boys Required 
●​ White Oxford shirt; short or long-sleeve 
●​ Great Hearts tie (special occasions only) 
●​ Navy uniform blazer (11th-12th only)  

6-12 Boys Optional  
●​ V-neck pullover or vest with logo 
●​ Navy quarter-zip fleece with logo  

6-12 Boys Accessories  
●​ Watch (not a smart watch) 
●​ One simple metal necklace, bracelet, 

and/or ring (one per hand) 
6-12 Boys Footwear 

●​ All-black or all-white athletic shoes (no 
hightops or canvas) worn with solid 
white, black, or navy crew socks 

●​ Dark brown or black dress shoes with 
dark soles and worn with solid black, 
navy, or brown dress socks 

6-12 Boys Grooming  
●​ Hair neatly combed or styled above 

eyebrows, shoulders, and mid-point of ears 
●​ No bleached or unnatural hair colors 
●​ Clean shaven daily 
●​ No tattoos, temporary or permanent  

 
US GIRLS DRESS CODE GUIDELINES 
6-12 Girls Required 

●​ GH plaid skirt (worn with black or navy shorts) 
●​ OR khaki uniform pants or shorts 

●​ solid dark leather belt (with pants/shorts) 
6-8 Girls Required  

●​ White or navy short or long sleeve polo  
9-12 Girls Required 

●​ White Oxford shirt; short or long-sleeve 
●​ Great Hearts tie (special occasions only) 
●​ Navy uniform blazer (11th-12th only)  

6-12 Girls Optional  
●​ V-neck cardigan with logo  
●​ V-neck pullover or vest with logo 
●​ Navy quarter-zip fleece with logo  

6-12 Girls Accessories  
●​ Watch (not a smart watch) 
●​ One simple metal necklace, bracelet, 

and/or ring per hand 
●​ Single pair of simple earrings worn on 

the lobe, no larger than a nickel. 
6-12 Girls Footwear 

●​ Keds School Days saddle shoes or simple, 
low-heeled dark brown, black or navy 
dress shoes with dark soles; worn with 
solid black, navy, or white dress socks or 
opaque tights 

●​ All-black or all-white athletic shoes (no 
hightops or canvas); worn with solid 
white, black, or navy crew socks 

6-12 Grooming for Girls 
●​ Subtle, natural makeup 
●​ Fingernails should be modest in length 

and only be painted in shades of muted 
pink and skin tones 

●​ Hair neatly combed or styled; small 
bows, barrettes, headbands, and hair ties 
are permissible and must coordinate with 
the uniform 

●​ No bleached or unnatural hair colors 
●​ No tattoos, temporary or permanent  

 
 
 

GENERAL GUIDANCE 
Skirts 

●​ Worn at the natural waist 
●​ Hem must touch the top of the knee, front and 

back  
Pants and Shorts  

●​ Straight, professional fit  
●​ Pants must reach top of shoe 
●​ Shorts no higher than just above the knee 

Shirts  
●​ All but the top button is buttoned 
●​ Always tucked in (except girls fitted, 

side-cut Oxford) 
●​ White undershirts permitted 

Blazers 
●​ Ties worn with blazers 
●​ Slacks and skirts (no shorts) worn with 

blazers 
●​ Dress shoes worn with blazers 

 
OUTERWEAR 

●​ ONLY official school sweaters, fleeces, 
and blazers are permitted inside the 
building 

●​ Jackets and sweatshirts (including spirit 
jackets/hoodies with the GHLO logo) free 
of logos and messages may be worn 
outdoors for warmth 

●​ Hats and sunglasses may only be worn 
outside, and only for protection from the 
elements 

 
SPIRIT DAYS (LAST FRIDAY OF EACH MONTH) 

●​ Shirt from GHLO school-sponsored house, 
sport, club, or event 

●​ Tucked in at all times 
●​ Hoodies are never permitted in the 

building 
●​ Regular uniform pants, skirt, or shorts
